SWHLI updates

Cattle lameness - the SWHLI lameness strand is now up and running (If you'll pardon the pun!)  Money is available to tackle lameness problems on your farm.  The help available can be tailored to your individual circumstances and can include one to one tuition with your own lame cows or enrolling in a Duchy college lameness course.  The scheme starts and finishes with a herd lameness score and several hours of subsidised veterinary time are available in between.  The herd lameness assessment is easily done at a routine Tb test and if done at this time, we can offer it completely free. To take advantage of this, please contact Pete or Martyn.

Pneumonia – we are now in a position to offer the pneumonia strand of the SWHLI project.  Unfortunately it’s designed for beef farms but dairy farms will be eligible if they have a “significant” beef enterprise.   Essentially, if you sell store calves or even older calves rather than week old ones, you qualify.  Obviously lessons learned on the beef enterprise are directly transferable to the heifer rearing enterprise.  We are planning the group meeting for November, date to be confirmed with speaker shortly.  Please let any member of staff know if you are interested and we will be sending out invites as soon as we confirm that date.  Watch this space.
Sheep – sadly this strand of SWHLI is focusing on 5 specific farms across Cornwall rather than offering health support to farmers across the county.  The upside to this is that it will enable the project to focus on all aspects of sheep production including breeding, feeding, grassland and forage management, health and welfare. It will help, by reviewing performance, highlighting areas for improvement, and implementing health and management practices, as well as new research developments, to improve efficiency of production. 
Five Sheep focus farms have been set up across Cornwall as part of the Healthy Livestock project and SWHLI will be following their progress over the next two years as they identify areas that they would like to improve.  Over this two year period they will be holding open events for anyone to attend.  These meetings will be an opportunity to hear what is being implemented on the farm as well as presentations from a specialist in the Sheep industry.  A good chance to get up to speed in what can help you with your sheep flock.   
These meetings are free to anyone to attend and will include refreshments.
